Hi,

Time flies. It has been nearly 5 years since | moved to Singapore from the UK
and began working in Asia. | have experienced many things and met some
inspiring people over the past few years.

Where inspiration is concerned, the greatest effect on me has been the story of
my good friend, and one time colleague Julian Thompson and his family. On
Father's Day 2006 The Thompson’'s eldest son, James, was diagnosed with
Duchenne Muscular Dystrophy. This insidious disease is the largest genetic
killer of young boys and affects 1 in 3,500. All affected boys are eventually
confined to a wheelchair and, due to the muscle wastage of the heart and lungs,
life expectancy is drastically shortened. One of the first things you notice is that
your little boy can’t ride a bike.

Since that day back in 2006 the family has come out fighting, looking to make a
difference and raise money for funding into research and a cure for MD...and so
was born the Tour Duchenne. 25 riders have pledged to raise to raise 1 Million
Dollars for Muscular Dystrophy by riding from The Children’s hospital at
Westmead, Sydney to The National Muscular Dystrophy Research Centre,
Melbourne. This is the inaugural ride and is the brain child of ‘Thommo’ himself.

| have signed up as one of the 25 riding the “Tour Duchenne” a gruelling charity
cycling event riding along the Coast of Australia for 1,200 KM (750 Miles) over 10
days in aid of Muscular Dystrophy Charities. If you live in the UK, think of riding
from London to Edinburgh, and then turning round and going back and you get
the idea of how far that is. Or if you prefer, completing the London to Brighton
Bike, ride 8 Days in a row. Both ways. It's a long, long way.

So far | am just over 25% of the way to my personal target of 40 Thousand
Aussie Dollars (roughly 18 thousand pounds sterling) and have found it hard to
ask people to part with their money in these hard times, so please forgive my
intrusion but think hard about it; together we can make a BIG difference and |
truly appreciate your help.
